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The Activity
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Baling activity by month
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Collections occurred every month during the year with collections peaking during spring
time and early winter. The North Island drought meant we saw request for collections
throughout the summer months.

Deliveries to recyclers reached 54 shipments in total during the year up from 43 in the
2011/12 year.

We have no stock piles of materials. Demand for LLDPE and HDPE waste plastics remained
strong throughout the year although polypropylene scrap saw a decrease in overall value.
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9 Plasback owns and operates two purpose built balers which are integral to the success of the

recycling program. All the Plasback material collected in Southland and Otago is baled in
Invercargill by Southland Enterprises.

9 Atotal of 362 tonnes was baled through the Matamata Baler operated by Slattery
Contracting. A total of 278 tonnes was baled in Canterbury by McCarthy Contracting and 219
tonnes baled by Southland Enterprises. The remaining material was delivered direct to
recycling plants in Auckland and Christchurch.
